THE DJERDAP NATIONAL PARKTHE DJERDAP NATIONAL PARK



  

National Park Djerdap - over 63,608.45 hectares. 
Total length is 100 km with an average width of 6 
km on the territory of the municipalities of 
Golubac (18 116 ha), Majdanpek  (29 467.15 ha), 
and Kladovo  (16 024.75 ha)



  

Protective zone under 1st degree of 
protection covers 2,664.26 hectares or 
4,20% of the total NP area. This regime calls 
for strict protection of specific natural and 
cultural values of particular significance, 
including the surroundings of cultural  
monuments: nature reserves, special natural 
and landscape areas, natural monuments.



  

Protective zone of 2nd degree of protection covers 15,262 
hectares or 24% of the total NP area and includes zones in 
which protection is under the 1st degree regime, protection 
of segments of nature of particular value (characteristic 
ecosystems, landscape and other values)



  

Zones under 3rd degree of protection cover 
45,682.02 hectares or 71.8% of total NP area. 
This degree is awarded to areas other than 
those under 1st and 2nd degree regimes 
including sports and recreation areas.



  

Construction of two dams downstream,  near Negotinska 
Krajina, resulted in cutting of the traditional fish migration 
route, and affected the migration of acipenserid and herring 
species (fam. Acipenseridae and Clupeidae), particularly of 
the following species: Huso huso, Acipenser guldenstadti, A. 
stellatus, A. nudiventris and Alosa pontica.



  

This resulted in flooding of wider areas along the 
Danube and forming of new wetland habitats, which 
in return improved the ecological conditions 
necessary for survival of wetland plant and animal 
species



  

Specific moderate continental climate of 
Djerdap has always offered favorable living 
conditions. Many rivers,  streams and brooks 
which flow into the Danube along the whole 
Djerdapska Klisura, greatly influence the 
Danube waters, whereas the deep valleys 
influence the climate of the whole area



  

Porecka river – delta
On the territory of the National Park 
Djerdap there is the Porecka river – delta. 
It is a proclaimed natural hatchery of 
Danubian fishes, where is permanently 
prohibited economic fishing. Angling is 
allowed besides to the restrictions related 
to the quantum limit measures.



  

Middle-age towns – Smederevo, 
Golubac, Bac and other, as a 
possibility for introducing the way

Lepenski Vir – the archaeological site of Lepenski Vir is the most 
significant monument in the National park Djerdap and also one of 
the most important prehistoric sites in Europe. On the basis of the 
archaeological data four main phases could be distinguished 
(Proto Lepenski Vir, Lepenski Vir I, Lepenski Vir II and Lepenski 
Vir III). It dates from 6 500 to 4 500 BC.



  

Among geomorphological  objects the landscape of Veliki Strbac, 
but also the landscape of Mali and Veliki Kazan {European Gate} 
where the Danube is the narrowest {150m} and the deepest 
{90m} are particularly notable.
