Selection criteria for pSCIs

Criteria were developed and approved at the 2nd national expert Natura 2000 conference in November 2002 in Bratislava.

Criterion A

Importance of habitat/species in accordance with the Habitats Directive

1) Priority habitats/species from annexes I and II HD 

2) Non-priority habitats/species from annexes I and II HD

Criterion B

Distribution of habitat/species within Slovakia and in comparison to its overall distribution

1) Habitat/species is widely spread in Slovakia and in the surrounding countries

2) Habitat/species is widely spread in Slovakia where it is its center of distribution and in the surrounding countries it is rare
3) Habitat/species is on the threshold of its occurrence in Slovakia or it is rare here, widely spread in other countries

4) Habitat/species is rare in Slovakia where it is its center of distribution and in the surrounding countries it is rare as well

5) Habitat/species is rare in Slovakia, while it occurs only in Slovakia

Classification of particular habitats/species from annexes I/II HD under criterion B is available here. (linkage to 4.2.1.1 Classification of particular habitats/species from annexes I/II HD under criterion B)

Combination of the criteria A and B is shown in the Table – it defines the minimum percentage from the overall habitat/species distribution area that is required to be included in the network of the proposed Areas of European Importance (SCIs).
